Active bills highlighted as relevant to professional landmen include the following: 

HB 2697: This bill, sponsored by McDaniel of the House and Lamb of the Senate, has been passed by the House and is being considered by the Senate.  It would make additions to the Production Revenue Standards Act so that all payments to owners or entities entitled to payment may be made by various electronic means, including electronic funds transfer, Automated Clearing House (ACH), direct deposit, wire transfer, or any other similar form of transfer, upon the mutual written consent of the payor and payee.  


HB 2055:  This bill, sponsored by Thompson of the House and Bingman of the Senate, creates the Oil and Gas Owner's Sales Protection Act, which would be established as 12A OS Section 1-9-801.  This measure would grant a security interest to specified oil and gas interest owners and provide for the nature, extent and duration of an oil and gas security interest.  The measure also provides for the perfection of an oil and gas security interest and the continuation of a security interest when commingled with other production. An oil and gas security interest is declared a purchase money security interest, and such security interest is given priority over the rights of any person claiming by, through or under a first purchaser.  An oil and gas operator's right to set-off or withhold funds from another interest owner as a security for or in satisfaction of any debt or security interest is not impaired by the Act.  The bill is currently in joint conference, and as a result, may carry over to the next session.  

HB 1319:  Sponsored by Shoemake of the House and Ballenger of the Senate, this bill affects probate procedure and would allow for the transfer of mineral interests upon presentment of an affidavit to the county clerk, similar to what is seen in other jurisdictions.  The bill has passed the House, has out of the Senate Judiciary Committee, and is now awaiting consideration by the full Senate.  

HB 3098:  This bill, sponsored by Cannaday of the House, would establish certain requirements for underground injection wells. As introduced, the bill requires the applicant for a newly drilled or converted underground injection well, disposal well or commercial disposal well to submit certain information to the Commission as a prerequisite to permit approval. The required information includes information related to the impact of the proposed well on (1) the health and safety of persons residing within 1 mile of the well and (2) road and bridge conditions to be used to provide access to the proposed well. As written, the board of county commissioners in the respective county of the proposed injection would have substantial involvement in the permit approval process with respect to road and bridge conditions. Saltwater disposal well operators would also be required to log all loads of substances disposed in the well and maintain the logs for a period of 5 years. The bill has been referred to the Energy and Utility Regulation Committee.


SB 1888:  This bill, sponsored by Bigman of the Senate and Thompson of the House, proposes to exempt horizontal units from a 640 acre restriction and allow for a larger 1,288 acre unit.  It has passed the House and is being considered by the Senate. 


SB 990: Sponsored by Laster of the Senate and Stelle of the House, this bill proposes to amend the Open Records Act to require that any document that is made available for public inspection through online access shall have any social security number or driver license number blocked from the document before being made available to the public electronically.  The bill passed in the Senate and is being considered in the House. 

SB 885:  Sponsored by Anderson and Gumm of the Senate and Sherrer of the House, this bill would establish a new law, the Revised Uniform Unincorporated Nonprofit Association Act, which would allow an unincorporated organization of two or more members, bound together only by an oral agreement, to acquire title to mineral interests. The bill has been passed by the Senate and will be considered by the House.

HB1319, by Rep. Jerry Shoemake, D-Morris and Sen. Roger Ballenger, D-Okmulgee, directs individuals who have the authority to convey an interest in minerals in the state belonging to a deceased person to convey the mineral interest to a successor 10 or more days after the death. It directs county clerks in counties where the decedent owned mineral interest to record affidavits reflecting valid conveyances of interest. (Carryover Bill)

HB1554

HB1554, by Rep. Rex Duncan, R-Sand Springs and Sen. Dan Newberry, R-Tulsa, limits sludge at a disposal site to no more than 1.5 percent of the total monthly volume of solid waste received. The bill authorizes the Department of Environmental Quality to grant a temporary waiver of the sludge limit for certain circumstances but also grants the DEQ the ability to revoke a disposal site's permit for willful disregard of the limit. HB1641

HB1641, by Rep. Scott Inman, D-Del City and Sen. Thomas Ivester, D-Elk City, creates the Oklahoma Trusts for Pets Act of 2009. The bill validates trusts for the care of designated pets and requires, unless the trust stipulates, the trust is terminated when no living animal is covered. The bill outlines the rules governing such trusts, including compensation for the trustee, accounting requirements and provisions for terminating the trust. HB1644

HB1644, by Rep. Wade Rousselot, D-Wagoner and Sen. Earl Garrison, D-Muskogee, modifies the Oklahoma Underground Facilities Damage Prevention Act and requires 48-hour reporting of damage to a one-call notification call center. It sets a $1,000 maximum fine for first time unintentional violation of the act and a $5,000 maximum fine for intentional violation and directs the Corporation Commission to oversee such actions. The bill also creates the Oklahoma Underground Facilities Damage Prevention Training Revolving Fund under the control of the Corporation Commission for training uses. (Amended by House, Carryover Bill, Emergency Measure, Committee Substitute)

HB1747

HB1747, by Rep. Gus Blackwell, R-Goodwell and Sen. Mike Schulz, R-Altus, allows the Corporation Commission to employ, by contract, one person to act as an electric transmission system advisor to the commission, the Governor, the Legislature and the Attorney General, for the purpose of monitoring state, regional and federal activities relating to access to and reliability of the electric transmission system. The bill also requires that advisor to attend and participate in meetings of the Southwest Power Pool and defines further duties of the contractor and the commission in relation to the contractor. The CCR removed the requirement that the advisor be hired "by contract." It also removed the requirement for the advisor to report to the Legislature, governor and attorney general. It places responsibility for hiring the advisor and establishing the advisor's duties with the administrative director of the Corporation Commission. It deletes language directing the commission to enter into a competitive bidding process for contracting the advisor. The CCR also added language requiring the advisor to provide assistance to the commission on matters related to renewable energy. It also added language related to biodiesel, requiring all diesel fuel sold in the state on or after May 1, 2010, to contain at least 3 percent biodiesel fuel oil if there is a federal volume usage mandate for biomass-based diesel of greater than or equal to 500 million gallons per year. It sets it the biodiesel content at 4 percent when mandates reach 750 million and 5 percent when mandates reach 1 trillion gallons per year. 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HB2055

HB2055, by Rep. Mike Thompson, R-Oklahoma City and Sen. Brian Bingman, R-Sapulpa, states that each oil and gas interest owner shall be granted a security interest, as a secured party, to secure the obligations of a first purchaser, as a debtor, to pay the sales price. The bill states that oil and gas security interest exists for an unlimited time until the interest owner first entitled to receive the sales price has, in fact, received the sales price in full, without set-off. It also provides for the perfection of an oil and gas security interest and for continuation of an oil and gas security interest when commingled with other production. It also establishes the rights of first purchasers. It holds that an oil and gas security interest is a purchase money security interest and that it is given priority relative to other security interests. (Amended by House, Amended by Senate, Stricken Title, Carryover Bill, Emergency Measure)

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HB2171

HB2171, by Rep. Mark McCullough, R-Sapulpa and Sen. Patrick Anderson, R-Enid, establishes the Oklahoma Discretionary and Special Needs Trust Act to apply to all trusts created or modified from and after Nov. 1, 2010, regardless of whether spendthrift provisions are included. The bill stipulates that a distribution interest shall not be judicially sold, a creditor shall not reach an interest of a beneficiary or any other person who holds removal power over a trustee, and other provisions of disbursement. The bill also states that spendthrift provisions are valid if they restrain either the voluntary or involuntary transfer of a beneficiary's interest. (Amended by House, Carryover Bill)

HB2247, by Rep. Randy Terrill, R-Moore and Sen. Jonathan Nichols, R-Norman, creates an income tax credit for 40 percent of the installation of a wind energy and/or photovoltaic energy system on residential and nonresidential property for tax years 2010 to 2014. To qualify for the nonresidential credit, the bill requires that more than 50 percent of the energy produced by wind energy be used on the premises of the installation and prohibits wind turbines from exceeding 100 kilowatt power rating. The bill also provides a sales tax exemption on qualified wind energy equipment for which the credit is authorized. (Amended by House, Amended by Senate, Stricken Title, Carryover Bill, Emergency Measure, Stricken enacting clause)

HB2939, by Rep. Todd Russ, R-Cordell and Sen. Brian Crain, R-Tulsa, extends the circumstances under which a durable power of attorney may be used to include an extended absence. It also states if the principal is a member of the U.S. Armed Forces, an extended absence as defined shall not exist when the principal is deployed for military service or training or is classified as missing in action or a prisoner of war. 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HB2973

HB2973, by Rep. Mike Sanders, R-Kingfisher and Sen. Bryce Marlatt, R-Woodward, creates the Oklahoma Wind Energy Development Act. It states that the owner of a wind energy facility is responsible, at its expense, for the proper decommissioning of the facility upon abandonment or the end of the useful life of the commercial wind energy equipment in the facility. It provides language for what constitutes proper decommissioning. The measure directs that the decommissioning of a wind energy facility or pieces of commercial wind energy equipment is to be completed by the owner of the facility within 12 months after abandonment or the end of the useful life of the equipment in the facility. It directs the Corporation Commission to take measures as necessary to complete decommissioning if the owner fails to complete the process. It allows a lease or other agreement between a landowner and a facility owner to be more restrictive. The measure further states that after the 10th year of operation of a wind energy facility, the owner is to file with the Corporation Commission evidence of financial security to cover the anticipated costs of decommissioning the wind facility, such as a surety or collateral bond, along with an estimate of the total cost of decommissioning prepared by a professional engineer. It states that failure to submit such information is punishable by an administrative penalty of up to $1,500 per day. It requires the owner or operator of a wind turbine or wind energy facility to provide a statement with certain information along with any payment to a landowner for use of the property. It gives the landowner on whose land a turbine is placed through a lease, easement or other arrangement to audit the records of the turbine or facility owner or operator to confirm the accuracy of any payments made or due to the landowner. The bill requires an owner or operator to report to the Corporation Commission the power generated from the turbine or facility, nameplate capacity and location. It also requires an owner or operator, prior to commencing construction, to obtain a broad form comprehensive general liability insurance policy with a limit of at least $5 million of combined single limit liability coverage per occurrence with the owner of the land where the turbine or facility is located named as an additional insured. (Amended by House, Emergency Measure, Committee Substitute)

HB3026

HB3026, by Rep. Chris Benge, R-Tulsa and Sen. Glenn Coffee, R-Oklahoma City, creates the Commissioners of the Land Office Modernization Act, which modifies and clarifies provisions related to the Commissioners of the Land Office. It clarifies the purpose the CLO to manage school lands and public lands as a sacred trust for the sole benefit of the beneficiaries of the trust. It authorizes the CLO to acquire by exchange, purchase, gift or grant all property necessary for the purpose of utilizing trust lands for the development of commercial and agricultural leases to maximize trust income for present and future beneficiaries and to exchange any real property of the trust for other real property of equal or greater value to maximize income for present and future beneficiaries. It establishes qualifications and duties for the secretary of the land office, including appointing authority for all CLO employees, except general counsel. It establishes a term of office of four years and allows the secretary to serve consecutive terms. It grants the secretary certain spending authority and modifies reporting and accounting requirements. It exempts the revolving fund from fiscal year limitations. The bill establishes a cash drawer change fund to provide change to customers. It exempts the office from provisions of the Administrative Procedures Act with respect to adoption and issuance of formal resolutions of the commissioners. The measure deletes language related to investments in first mortgages on farm lands. It prohibits more than 60 percent of the trust fund from being invested in equity securities. It clarifies language related to requirements for appraisals, stating that all confidential communications and information obtained by an appraiser for the CLO shall not be considered public records and shall not be disclosed, except when a majority of the commissioners determine that disclosure is in the best interest of the trust. It modifies fines and enforcement measures related to false affidavits and property damage. It also clarifies that the CLO shall reserve all oil, gas and other mineral rights under any school lands. It authorizes the CLO to refuse to access a bid or lease contract where the applicant cannot prove credit worthiness. The bill also modifies procedures for handling checks and authorizes the secretary to purchase lock box collection services from an appropriate vendor for the handling, collection and processing of mail. It directs the secretary to employ an internal auditor. It establishes the responsibilities of the accounting division under the secretary. It requires an annual audit by an independent Oklahoma certified public accountant in accordance with practices established by the Government Auditing Standards and modifies reporting requirements to include reports to the state auditor and inspector and the director of the Office of State Finance. It authorizes the CLO to employ attorneys or engage private attorneys to bring suit or defend suits in the name of the CLO. It clarifies language regarding the types of land controlled by the CLO and the rights of a lessee during sale of property. The bill exempts the CLO from local county or other inferior zoning laws. It modifies language related to delinquent lease or rental payments, allowing for collection proceedings. It allows notice to be served by a designated employee. It modifies language related to termination of leases. The measure eliminates a one-year, 160-acre restriction on single permits for mineral rights owned by the state. It removes language related to apportionment of ad valorem taxes by the CLO. The bill also places the certain positions in the unclassified service. The measure also repeals numerous sections of current statute regarding the CLO. It also authorizes the secretary to select appraisers for land to be sold. It simplifies language related to removal of property from the land. It deletes language in current law requiring proceeds from bonuses and royalties on oil and gas well leases to be paid to the General Revenue Fund for appropriation to educational institutions. The funds would be paid in the same manner as funds from surface leases. (Amended by House, Emergency Measure)

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HB3028

HB3028, by Rep. Chris Benge, R-Tulsa and Sen. David Myers, R-Ponca City, creates the Oklahoma Energy Security Act, stating legislative intent to increase the use of renewable energy in the state by setting a renewable energy standard that will serve as the goal to be reached by 2015. The measure sets the standard at 15 percent of all installed capacity of electricity generated in the state from renewable energy sources by 2015. It also states legislative intent to promote natural gas energy development by establishing a natural gas energy standard. It states legislative intent that new fossil fuel generation facilities built or expanded in the state be powered by natural gas from Jan. 1, 2011, through Jan. 1, 2020. It directs electricity-generating entities choosing a fossil fuel other than natural gas to provide evidence to the Corporation Commission or other regulatory body that the fossil fuel is in the best interest of electric consumers. The measure also allows electricity-generating entities to use energy conservation measures to assist the state in meeting the renewable energy standard, and it directs the measures to be described to the Corporation Commission annually by March 1. It directs the commission to make the final determination of the amount of kilowatts per hour the electricity-generating entity saved and to what degree it will account toward meeting the renewable energy standard. The measure also states legislative intent to promote wind-energy development by increasing the capability of transmitting the electricity generated by wind, and it establishes a state goal to increase electricity transmission capacity so that the renewable energy goal of 15 percent can be reached by 2015. It directs the Corporation Commission and the state to work with the Southwest Power Pool to develop plans to expand transmission capacity in the state and monitor construction of new transmission facilities until 2020. It directs the commission to report on the progress of expanding transmission capacity by Jan. 1, 2014, and Jan. 1, 2017, with a final report on Jan. 1, 2020. The measure further states legislative intent to increase the number of public access compressed natural gas fueling stations along the interstate highway system, and it establishes a state goal to have at least one public CNG fueling station every 100 miles along the interstate highway system by 2015, with an increase to at least one every 50 miles by 2025. 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SB2132

SB2132, by Sen. Bryce Marlatt, R-Woodward and Rep. Mike Sanders, R-Kingfisher, creates the Oklahoma Wind Energy Development Act. The bill requires that the owner of a wind energy facility be responsible for the decommissioning of the facility upon its abandonment or the end of its useful life and establishes policies and procedures governing the decommissioning of the facilities. The bill also requires the owner of a facility to file with the Corporation Commission evidence of financial security to cover the anticipated costs of decommissioning the facility and establishes requirements for that security. The bill provides for fines for failing to file the information with the commission. The bill requires the owner or operator of any wind turbine or wind energy facility to provide certain information to landowners whose property is used to generate electrical energy. The bill grants landowners the right to audit certain records of the wind turbine or energy facility owner. The bill also requires the owner and operator of wind energy turbines or facilities to report certain production and capacity information to the Corporation Commission. It also requires an owner or operator, prior to commencing construction, to obtain a broad form comprehensive general liability insurance policy with a limit of at least $5 million of combined single limit liability coverage per occurrence with the owner of the land where the turbine or facility is located named as an additional insured. 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SB2173

SB2173, by Sen. Cliff Branan, R-Oklahoma City and Rep. T.W. Shannon, R-Lawton, removes language allowing any county to direct the Tax Commission to deposit certain monies directly into the County Bridge and Road Improvement Fund. The bill also modifies the apportionment of revenues from the gasoline, diesel and special fuel taxes. The bill also modifies the apportionment of revenues from the tax levied on asphalt or ores bearing uranium, lead, zinc, jack, gold, silver or copper. The bill eliminates language that permits engineering for projects authorized under the County Bridge and Road Improvement Act to be performed by the Department of Transportation at the request of the county. The bill also eliminates requirements for the Department of Transportation's Local Government Division to aid counties in certain road work and the requirement that certain work funded under the County Bridge and Road Improvement Act receive the approval of the department. The bill requires that a professional engineer registered with the State Board of Registration for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors approve projects that may by awarded by county boards of commissioners. SB2311

SB2311, by Sen. Glenn Coffee, R-Oklahoma City and Rep. Chris Benge, R-Tulsa, modifies and clarifies provisions related to the Commissioners of the Land Office. It clarifies the purpose the CLO to manage school lands and public lands as a sacred trust for the sole benefit of the beneficiaries of the trust. It authorizes the CLO to acquire by exchange, purchase, gift or grant all property necessary for the purpose of utilizing trust lands for the development of commercial and agricultural leases to maximize trust income for present and future beneficiaries and to exchange any real property of the trust for other real property of equal or greater value to maximize income for present and future beneficiaries. It establishes qualifications and duties for the secretary of the land office, including appointing authority for all CLO employees, except general counsel. It establishes a term of office of four years and allows the secretary to serve consecutive terms. It grants the secretary certain spending authority and modifies reporting and accounting requirements. It exempts the revolving fund from fiscal year limitations. The bill establishes a cash drawer change fund to provide change to customers. It exempts the office from provisions of the Administrative Procedures Act with respect to adoption and issuance of formal resolutions of the commissioners. The measure removes language related to investments in first mortgages on farm lands. It prohibits more than 60 percent of the trust fund from being invested in equity securities. It clarifies language related to requirements for appraisals, stating that all confidential communications and information obtained by an appraiser for the CLO shall not be considered public records and shall not be disclosed, except when a majority of the commissioners determine that disclosure is in the best interest of the trust. It modifies fines and enforcement measures related to false affidavits and property damage. It also clarifies that the CLO shall reserve all oil, gas and other mineral rights under any school lands. It authorizes the CLO to refuse to access a bid or lease contract where the applicant cannot prove credit worthiness. The bill also modifies procedures for handling checks and authorizes the secretary to purchase lock box collection services from an appropriate vendor for the handling, collection and processing of mail. It requires an annual audit by an independent Oklahoma certified public accountant in accordance with practices established by the Government Auditing Standards and modifies reporting requirements to include reports to the state auditor and inspector and the director of the Office of State Finance. It authorizes the CLO to employ attorneys or engage private attorneys to bring suit or defend suits in the name of the CLO. It clarifies language regarding the types of land controlled by the CLO and the rights of a lessee during sale of property. The bill exempts the CLO from local, county or other inferior zoning laws as they relate to surface and subsurface estates in land. It modifies language related to delinquent lease or rental payments, allowing for collection proceedings. It modifies language related to termination of leases. The measure eliminates a one-year, 160-acre restriction on single permits for mineral rights owned by the state. It removes language related to apportionment of ad valorem taxes by the CLO. The bill also places the certain positions in the unclassified service. The measure also repeals numerous sections of current statute regarding the CLO.
