Active bills highlighted as particularly relevant to professional landmen: 

SB 1787:  This bill would make additions to the Oklahoma Airspace Act so that airspace would not be severable from the surface estate.  It would also restrict the length of leases for wind power generation to 40 years, and a wind power lease would expire after 5 years if installation efforts have not been initiated.  As a result, this bill would further clarify and reinforce the current status of mineral dominance over airspace interests.


HB 2697: This bill would make additions to the Production Revenue Standards Act so that all payments to owner or entities entitled to payment may be made by various electronic means, provided that specified procedures are in place and adhered to. 

HB 2912:  This bill would make it unlawful for a person to intentionally or maliciously injure, deface, alter, destroy or tamper with safety equipment that is not owned by the person.  

HB 3140 and SB 809:  These bills affect procedures and operations of the county courthouses.  HB 3140 makes the county clerk's hours of operation uniform with other county officers; and SB 809 would protect personal privacy by prohibiting certain personal information from being included on documents filed of record with the county.  SB 809 is forward looking and not retroactive.  


HB 3098:  This bill would result in substantial regulation of the drilling and operation of injections wells.


SB 615 and HB 3103:  These bills would revise and update the newly created Transfer on Death Deed, an instrument of conveyance destined to become prevalent in Oklahoma.

SB 885: This bill would establish the Revised Uniform Unincorporated Nonprofit Association Act, which would allow an unincorporated organization of two or more members, bound together only by an oral agreement, to acquire title to mineral interests.  Food for thought: What impact would there be for operators if such unincorporated organizations can acquire title to mineral interests, and as a result, elect to be working interest owners or royalty owners?

HB2686

HB2686, by Rep. Richard Morrissette, D-Oklahoma City, creates the Eastern Red Cedar Initiative Act of 2010 and the Eastern Red Cedar Registry Board Act. It creates the Eastern Red Cedar Registry Board and allows private landowners to register with the board the location of their property, the level of infestation of the Eastern Red Cedar and grade of the trees. It directs the board to promote the harvesting of Eastern Red Cedar trees, develop new uses and markets for the trees and their products and promote marketing, research and education efforts concerning the trees and their products. The bill creates the Eastern Red Cedar Revolving Fund. It allows taxpayers to contribute to the fund via a designation on an income tax form. It authorizes the Oklahoma Tax Commission to design and issue "remove the Eastern Red Cedar tree" license plates, with a portion of the plate fee going to the revolving fund. The measure provides until June 30, 2015, a sales tax exemption on products derived from the processing of Eastern Red Cedar trees if the product is certified as "made in Oklahoma" by the Eastern Red Cedar Registry Board. It states that the exemption does not terminate if the products are sold by a community-owned Eastern Red Cedar project. It provides a $500 tax credit beginning for tax years after Dec. 31, 2010, for the donation of Eastern Red Cedar trees to the registry board. The measure also provides a five-year income tax exemption equal to 100 percent of the income received by a resident registered with the board as an Eastern Red Cedar harvester or manufacturer resulting from the sale of Eastern Red Cedar trees or products. It provides the same exemption for the amount invested by a resident registered with the board as a harvester or manufacturer for harvesting equipment, the construction of a manufacturing facility used to process the trees or products, equipment used for fuel derived from the trees, research related to the use of the trees, marketing expenses related to the trees and derivative products. It expands the definition of "biofuels" under the Oklahoma Bioenergy Center Act to include fuels derived from cedar tree residue and products. The measure also creates the Renewable Energy Standards Act, directing the Corporation Commission to establish a portfolio requirement for all affected utilities to generate or purchase electricity generated from renewable energy resources or purchase renewable energy credits. (Emergency Measure)

HB2697, by Rep. Randy McDaniel, R-Edmond, authorizes a first purchaser, working interest owner or operator who pays royalty proceeds from oil and gas production to develop and use an electronic payment mechanism to pay royalty proceeds. It gives the royalty interest owner an opportunity to choose whether to receive payment by electronic means. (Emergency Measure)

HB2755

HB2755, by Rep. Eddie Fields, R-Wynona, creates the Oklahoma Water Commission with the authority to develop a proactive, statewide program to ensure a reliable water supply, protect water rights and develop tools to be put in place to address a drought. It also authorizes the commission to prepare and implement a comprehensive state water plan. The measure allows a "covered entity" - which is a municipality, county or other entity that supplies at least 500 acre-feet of water annually for other than agricultural purposes, excluding Indian tribes or nations - to submit to the commission by Dec. 31, 2011, a comprehensive water conservation plan. It directs the commission, in conjunction with the Oklahoma Water Resources Board, to annually prepare and submit a budget to the Legislature with a complete plan looking toward the improvement and protection of the water supply of Oklahoma. HB2960

HB2960, by Rep. Harold Wright, R-Weatherford, requires motor fuel pumps that dispense motor fuel and is manufactured with a built-in recording element for transactions conducted with devices activated by debit cards, credit cards or cash at the pump to provide a printed receipt. It provides an exception for motor fuel pumps that dispense fuel for fleet sales and other price contract sales. The bill directs the Corporation Commission to inspect any fuel pump to ensure compliance.

HB2973

HB2973, by Rep. Mike Sanders, R-Kingfisher, creates the Oklahoma Wind Energy Development Act to apply to owners and operators of wind turbine construction that commences on or after June 1, 2011. It also creates the Oklahoma Wind Turbine Decommissioning Indemnity Program to be maintained by the Corporation Commission. It requires all wind turbines and wind energy facilities to be decommissioned at the end of their useful life and makes the owner or operator of the turbine or facility responsible for decommissioning and associated costs. It states that decommissioning includes returning the property close to its original condition as commercially possible. It allows an owner or operator to rebut the presumption of the conclusion of the useful life of a turbine or facility by submitting a plan to the Corporation Commission. The measure also creates the Oklahoma Wind Turbine Decommissioning Indemnity Program Fund. It requires the owner or operator of a wind turbine or facility to deposit with the fund a decommissioning deposit for each turbine owned or operated, which is to be forfeited in the event decommissioning activities are not complete. It requires the owner or operator of a wind turbine or wind energy facility to provide a statement with certain information along with any payment to a landowner for use of the property. It gives the landowner on whose land a turbine is placed through a lease, easement or other arrangement to audit the records of the turbine or facility owner or operator to confirm the accuracy of any payments made or due to the landowner. The bill requires an owner or operator to report to the Corporation Commission the power generated from the turbine or facility, nameplate capacity and location. It also requires an owner or operator, prior to commencing construction, to obtain a broad form comprehensive general liability insurance policy with a limit of at least $5 million of combined single limit liability coverage per occurrence with the owner of the land where the turbine or facility is located named as an additional insured.

It states that the resale price shall be determined by either agreement of the parties or by the condemnation procedures for assessing fair market value. HB3098, by Rep. Edward Cannaday, D-Porum, requires applicants for approval of a newly drilled or newly converted underground injection well, disposal well or commercial disposal well to submit information to the Oklahoma Corporation Commission on the impact of the well on the: health and safety of persons residing within 1 mile of the well site and road conditions and the safety for persons driving on roads and bridges that are to be used to provide access to the proposed well. It directs the board of county commissioners of the county in which the well is located and the board of county commissioners of any county contiguous to the well to review the county road classification plans and state whether the county roads and bridges to be used to and from the well in their respective counties may be used without any substantial detriment to the roads and bridges. If the effects are found to be detrimental, the bill allows the applicant to upgrade or pay for the upgrading of the roads and bridges. The bill also prohibits the commission from approving an application unless: each board of county commissioners has substantiated that the county roads and bridges can be used without any substantial detriment or the applicant has agreed to upgrade or pay for the upgrading of the roads and bridges. The bill provides for notification requirements and establishes the right to review by trial. It also directs the commission to require the operator to keep a log of all loads of deleterious substances disposed at the well. (Emergency Measure)

HB3219

HB3219, by Rep. Sally Kern, R-Oklahoma City, proposes a legislative referendum and creates the Oklahoma Environmental Authority Act. It declares that the regulation of the transportation and disposal of hazardous waste, the regulation of the release of pollutants into the air in the state, the regulation into bodies of water in the state, the regulation of public water supplies in the state, the regulation of wastewater systems of state and the regulation of the production, drilling, operation, transportation of oil, natural gas, petroleum and materials used that originate and remain inside the state and have not been proven and adjudicated by the Oklahoma or federal court system to be specifically be causing or to have caused quantifiable harm to any person or place the borders of Oklahoma shall not be subject to federal law or regulation. It also allows state environmental agencies to cooperate with federal environmental agencies in certain circumstances, but does not require the agencies to enforce federal laws or regulations related to the environmental resources or activities.

It requires the owner or operator of a wind turbine or wind energy facility to provide a statement with certain information along with any payment to a landowner for use of the property. It gives the landowner on whose land a turbine is placed through a lease, easement or other arrangement to audit the records of the turbine or facility owner or operator to confirm the accuracy of any payments made or due to the landowner. The bill requires an owner or operator to report to the Corporation Commission the power generated from the turbine or facility, nameplate capacity and location. It also requires an owner or operator, prior to commencing construction, to obtain a broad form comprehensive general liability insurance policy with a limit of at least $5 million of combined single limit liability coverage per occurrence with the owner of the land where the turbine or facility is located named as an additional insured.
